Unit of Study: American Heritage Adapted Version of Emanuel Leutze’s Washington Crossing the Delaware, Lesson 5 (three 45 minute periods)
Focus Question: Looking at the American Heritage adaptation, can we interpret what the conversation is just by looking at the image?

The Teaching Points:

· Students will review synopsis biographies of the original historical figures. 

· Students will refer to created quotes from last lesson. 

· In small groups, students will create a full dialogue between all of the figures in the boat (10 + George Washington)
· Students will be able to establish a realistic tone when interpreting an image.

· Students will create puppets and act out the action they interpret is taking place in the adaptation.

· Students will read process criticisms (see Independent Exploration/Practices)

Why/Purpose/Connection:

· Students will use teamwork to create a dialogue.

· Students will create puppets to act out a dialogue.
· Students will see that images of people have more than a superficial interpretation

· Students will gain insight into an artist’s/editor’s inspiration

· Students will call into play previous skills and strategies form the unit to culminate in this final lesson

Materials/Resources/Readings:

· American Heritage Magazine, 60th anniversary issue

· Poster of the reinterpreted Leutze painting of Washington Crossing the Delaware
· Previous notes
· Arts and crafts supplies: craft sticks or tongue depressors, glue, colored pencils, copies of faces of figures in adaptation, 

· Copies of the adaptation (1 for each group)

Model/Demonstration:

· Teacher displays the American heritage 60th anniversary edition adapted painting of Emanuel Leutze’s Washington Crossing the Delaware
· Teacher reviews the last lesson, briefly discussing the homework assignment, asking students to express the feelings they think are exhibited in the adaptation
· For this lesson, groups can be large or as few as six. Students will be grouped to assure each student plays one (or two) of the figures
· This lesson requires three periods: 

· The first period should be spent creating the dialogue that will be acted out
· The second period will be used to create the puppets (separate instructional sheet attached)

· The third period will be spent acting out the puppet show (to add dimension to the final period, students may dress up as their character)

Differentiation:

· Lower functioning: 

· Teacher assists in writing dialogue
· Teacher and students will benefit from integration of lower and higher functioning students for these final activities
· Teacher assists in providing an example

· Independent/high-functioning students: 

· Teacher and students will benefit from integration of lower and higher functioning students for these final activities

Guided Practice:
· Teacher moves from table to table to monitor practice. As he/she moves around, examples of exceptional dialogue lines should be read to the class continually to keep students on proper task
Independent Exploration/Practices:
· Students are told to study dialogue, practicing lines for homework
· Students gather props to amplify performance

· AFTER unit’s completion, students respond in writing notebooks to the unit’s process. They should record how they felt about the subject matter, honestly criticizing the process, negatively and positively
Puppet Instructions
Materials: 

· Photocopied images of iconic figures. Copies should display face of figure with a dimension of at least 5” x 8.”

· Glue

· Colored pencils

· Tongue depressor (preferable)  or craft stick

· Scissors

· Index card 

Procedure:

· Distribute one (two if you choose to double up figures per student) photocopy to each student, making sure each figure is equally represented

· Students color, then cut picture out

· Students write down dialogue lines on the index card

· Students glue “face” to one side of tongue depressor and the index card o the other side (This is done to assure they will not forget their lines. If need be, they can simply refer to the back of the puppet for their line(s).
· Students practice using puppet to “block” their own face while reading their line(s).
