This painting depicts the Dutch West India Company ship, “Trouw,” as it approaches Manhattan circa 1661. The larger merchant vessel, carrying new colonists and cargo from the Netherlands, has crossed paths with a small skiff inbound for the Hudson River. Governor Pieter Stuyvesant’s “Great House” and the church within Fort Amsterdam are the most prominent skyline buildings. The East River can be seen on the right. “Trouw” was one of several ships that made numerous crossings from Holland to Manhattan in the mid 17th century.
