Unit of Study: Unit 5 Growth and Expansion (4th grade)
Essential Question: What was the effect of industrial growth and increased immigration on New York?

Mini-Unit of Study: Evolutionary New York (Lesson 1 of 3)
Focus Question: How can we look for clues in historical imagery?

The Teaching Points:

· Students will use quadrant frames to analyze images.
· Students will use image analysis worksheets to understand how an image can capture an historical moment.

Why/Purpose/Connection:

· Students will be able to analyze all aspects of an image to understand the artist’s purpose.
· Students will be able to apply strategies in a cross-disciplinary fashion.

Materials/Resources/Readings:

· Image analysis worksheet.
· Select images of New York (6-8 images are preferred – one image per working group)
· PowerPoint interactive slide show.

· Quadrant frames.*

· Hand lens (optional, but recommended for grades K-4).

Model/Demonstration:

· Teacher will use PowerPoint slide show to model quadrant analysis of an image. 
· Teacher divides class into eight working groups.
· Teacher distributes one image analysis worksheet to each of the groups, reviewing all questions.
· Teacher then distributes one different image to each group for students to analyze.

· Students engage in group discussion to complete image analysis worksheet. [W 7]
Differentiation:
Lower functioning: 
· Teacher facilitates image analysis.

· Image analysis worksheets are modified and/or specified to reduce ambiguity. 

Independent/high functioning students:
· Students are asked to create a caption and/or narrative to explain imagery. [W 8]
Guided Practice:
· Students respond to teacher prompts during interactive PowerPoint presentation. [SL 1b]
· Students receive and discuss image analysis worksheet for a brief Q & A with teacher.
· Student groups receive image and begin analysis through open discussion. [SL 1c]
· After analysis by all groups is completed, teacher displays each image individually (for whole class viewing) and discusses the analyses made by each group. [SL 1b]
· After analyses are heard, the relation between the images are revealed. The images should all have a relative theme, connected by culture, geography, etc. 

Independent Exploration/Practices:
· Students are asked to find one historical image to bring in for analysis. 

*A quadrant frame is a rectangular sheet of paper equal in dimension to the image being analyzed. One rectangular quadrant of the paper is removed to allow students to analyze the image quadrant by quadrant in a focused, unobstructed fashion.
