Unit of Study: Unit 5 Growth and Expansion
Essential Question: What was the effect of industrial growth and increased immigration on New York?

Mini-Unit of Study: Evolutionary New York (Lesson 2 of 3)
Focus Question: What clues can we use to create a visual timeline of historic imagery?
The Teaching Points:

· Student groups will use acquired information from previous lesson to create a visual time line.
· Students will organize images into chronological order based on visual evidence, recorded data, and open discussion. [SL 1b]
Why/Purpose/Connection:

· Students will be able to utilize recorded data to build present lesson upon.
· Students will be able to discuss, rationalize, and debate choices based on each other’s opinions and observations. [SL 1b]
· Students will understand, through creating visual timelines, how New York City has changed from agrarian to industrial society.

Materials/Resources/Readings:

· Completed image analysis worksheets from prior lesson.
· Pre-assigned images from prior lesson.
· Tape, post-it notes.
Model/Demonstration:

· Teacher redistributes pre-assigned images from prior lesson. 
· Teacher recalls segment of PowerPoint presentation that asked students to organize images into chronological order and had them provide a rationale for doing so.
· Teacher provides date parameters for visual timeline.
· Students are instructed to make group decision on which point in the timeline their vision belongs.
· While students analyze image, teacher tapes the images on the board in chronological order, but images should face the wall to prevent viewing by students.

Differentiation - Lower functioning: 
· Teacher facilitates timeline placement consideration, asking to provide rationale about where image should be placed. [W 8]
Differentiation - Independent/high functioning students:

· Students are asked to select five pieces of evidence to support their choice for placement.

Guided Practice:

· Students review prior image as a group.
· Observing the given temporal parameters, students decide on which side of the spectrum their image belongs.
· Groups brainstorm together (at board) to organize their images in a visual timeline. [SL 1c]
· When all groups are content that they have placed their image in the right space on the timeline, the teachers reveals the results by turning over the images to see if they match the image placed underneath.
Independent Exploration/Practices:
· Students are asked to contribute one idea of how this type of analysis can be used in either social studies or science.
