Unit of Study: Unit 5 Growth and Expansion
Essential Question: What was the effect of industrial growth and increased immigration on New York?

Mini-Unit of Study: Evolutionary New York (Lesson 3 of 3)
Focus Question: How can we use existing historical data of New York City to predict the future of New York City?

The Teaching Points:

· Students will use quadrant frames to analyze images.
· Students will use image analysis worksheets to understand how an image can capture an historical moment.

· Students will express findings visually and in written form. 

Why/Purpose/Connection:

· Students will be able to create a future depiction of a location based on the evolving timeline presented in the previous lesson.
· Students will discuss the essential elements needed to be included in the depiction. [SL 1c]
Materials/Resources/Readings:
· Visual timeline from lesson 2.
· Art supplies: plain paper, crayons, markers, etc.
· Textual/Visual Design Planning sheet*
Model/Demonstration:

· Teacher posts visual timeline from lesson 2 on the board. 
· Teacher assigns monitors to distribute IPP sheet to each student, as well as art supplies.
· Teacher directs students to the visual timeline on the board, eliciting descriptive ideas about how the location has changed over time.
· Teacher tells students that they are going to create a depiction of the location; only the depiction is going to be a future depiction. 
· Teacher directs students to the IPP to assist in planning their illustration. 
· Students fill in the IPP and use it to guide their depiction. 
· Upon completion, teacher asks for volunteers to share out their illustrations. 

Differentiation - Lower functioning:
· Teacher groups students together who are having difficulty planning their illustration to facilitate completion of the IPP.

Independent/high functioning students:

· Teacher has students brainstorm a cooperative depiction of the future location.

Guided Practice:
· Students fill out IPP questionnaire to assist with depiction.
· Using their IPP, students create new depiction. [W 8]
· Students highlight some features of their depiction to explain to the class. [SL 2]
· Students share out their findings. [SL 5]
Independent Exploration/Practices:
· Students are instructed to create their own visual timeline using photographs of themselves or a family member. 

· They use the timeline to create an illustration of themselves in the future.
