Image Analysis
Information about a subject can be accessed through many written and oral sources, such as diaries, letters, or by talking to people who can remember.  Information about people and events of the past can also be accessed through images (paintings, drawings and photography).  
Studies have concluded that most people look at an image for only 7 – 15 seconds.  In order to use a images as a resource, they need to be examines closely to discover more information than what is seen at first glance.  Using scaffold questioning, we can deconstruct, decode and construct the story of the image being viewed.
Look at the image.

What do you see in the image? (create a “laundry list” of things, nouns, that 

you see)


(Make sure not to provide analysis, just concrete things that are in the image.)

When do you think this image was created? What tells you so?  Or 
What time period does this image portray?  What makes you say so?
(In some cases students could respond citing the time of day, year or historical 

period.)



What does the image tell you about life in the time period in which it was takes/created?  What tells you so?

What was the purpose of the photograph/image?  
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
