Jigsaw Quadrants

Teaching Goal:
Students will be able to analyze picture and photograph documents through the use of a quadrant method (2 days).

Connection:
Students have been studying the American Revolution through many sources many of which are pictures and paintings. Many other subjects in social studies involves the use of photographs to tell us information.

Resources:
Four pictures from the Picturing America Series-    The Midnight Ride of Paul Revere- Grant Wood; The County Election- George Caleb Bingham; American Landscape- Charles Sheeler; The Sources of Country Music- Thomas Hart Benton.

Guided Practice:
Students will be divided into four groups. Each group will receive one picture from the Picturing America series that has already been covered by a quadrant viewer. All groups will start with quadrant 1. Students will record their observations on looseleaf shared by the group members. After 3 minutes students will draw a line below their observations. During this time the teacher will move the quadrant viewer to quadrant 2 and rotate the pictures through the groups. This repeats until each group has recorded observations for 4 quadrants of 4 different pictures.

Independent:
Students will receive photocopies of each picture along with the observations from each group. (Teacher can cut apart the four observations for each picture, glue onto a sheet and copy) Students have not been exposed to the whole picture so now they can observe whether or not their class quadrant observations are applicable to the entire picture.

Assessment:
Students will receive a new photo (War on the Homefront) and an individual quadrant viewer. Students will record their observations on a graphic organizer that features the quadrants before making generalizations. 

Next Steps:
Student will use the quadrant method for observing throughout their social studies careers.
